storm front:  in weather, “front” is used to describe a system or the edge/line where weather changes.     A storm front is moving in our direction and should bring rain late this afternoon.
taper off:  to decrease gradually. The rain should taper off by this evening. 
glimpse:  a brief look/ a small amount. We could see a glimpse of snow in the higher elevations.
lunar eclipse:  when the earth moves between the sun and moon, and blocks the moon partially or fully. This Friday, there is going to be a full lunar eclipse.
