Intro:  
I’m Rick Harrison, and this is my pawn shop. I work here with my old man and my son, Big Hoss.

Corey:

Customer:

The Negotiation

Customer: 
I need 10 grand out of the bike. 
Corey: 
That’s a lot of wishful thinking there man. 10 grand’s gonna be just a little too high for me buddy. 

Customer:
What kind of money are you thinking about? 

Corey: 

I’m thinking right around like in the 5000 dollar range.
Customer: 
Ah, c’mon. 5000? We both know it’s worth twice that. 

Corey: 

There’s no way I can sell this bike for $5000. I can part it out and get more than that out of it, 
but I don’t want to chop the bike up. It’s too good the way it is. You know what the bikes cost. 
[They talk about age of bike, which is 25 years old]

Corey: 
It’s not that I don’t love the bike. I mean, the bike’s awesome. It’s just..Yeah,..I’m really thinking the most I’m gonna get out of it is like $8000. 

Customer: 
You can take this bike out to LA (Los Angeles) and it will bring 12,000 before you can get it off 

the (damn) truck. We both know you’re gonna make money on this bike. Pay me in hundred dollar bills and give me 7000 and I’ll take it. That’s the best I can deal. 

Corey: 

7000?  I’m on the fence here man… 

Chum:

What do we got here man?

Rick: 
I’m interested in the suit, but the fact that it was in the movie Driven means nothing to me. Driven sucked (laughs).

Race car driving is one of the most popular sports in the United States. 
Negotiation

Rick: 

So how much you want for it? 

Customer: 
Yeah, I’d love to be able to get $2000 for it. 

Rick: 

Yeah, I couldn’t come close to that… 

Rick: 

I’ll give you $1000 bucks for it. 

Customer: 
How about 13?

How about a 1000?

Customer: 
How about 1275? 

Rick: 

1250 we got a deal. 

Customer: 
Done. 

Rick: 

Alright. Cool.

Chum Lee is put on a payment plan for the Harley motorcycle. The first (down) payment is $3000. 

Calling in the Expert

More Vocabulary

Sentimental value = emotional value to the owner because he likes it, but maybe not value to a buyer
Mint condition = great / top condition, like new
Paperwork = papers about the item, like sales receipt.

The Negotiation

Corey: 

So what are you looking to get out of it? 

Customer: 
3 grand. 

Corey: 

3 grand’s a great price man, and I’m sure you’ll get it, but it’s gonna be a little too steep for me.

Customer: 
My offer’s gonna be around 1500 for it.

Cust: 

Uh, that I can’t accept. 

Corey: 
3 grand  - I think that might be what I’d be able to get out of it, and that just leaves absolutely no profit for me. If you want I can maybe go up to 18, if it helps you out. 

Customer: 
18’s still too low… 

Corey: 

This guy doesn’t understand - I’m not a Kiss collector and I’m not going to pay Kiss collector 

prices. 

Chum Lee: 
This thing would look so good in the store. Just imagine me playing it every day at lunch. 

Corey: 

I can do like 2000 man, cash money. Hundred dollar bills. 

Customer: 
They real? 

Corey: 

Made it myself. (a joke – ha ha) 

Customer: 
You got a deal. 

Corey: 

Deal. (They shake hands.) (In English-speaking countries people usually shake hands when they 

make a deal or agreement.)
Final Scene:
